
This short course focuses on the role of public international law in international 
relations and on international legal persons. The first part aims at showing the function 
of law in the international community and its primacy in regulating international 
relations. The second part deals with international subjects, that is to say, all those 
entities, regardless of their intrinsic specificities, that have the capacity to apply public 
international law rules.
